Check the status of your household goods shipment
by contacting the Joint Personal Property Shipping
Office (JPPSO). The JPPSO needs to know your plans as
soon as possible to better serve you and your family.
Arrange delivery as early as possible to cut down on
costly in-transient storage, potential damage due to
extra handling and delivery delays. Normally, a three-
to five-day notice is required for delivery. However, it
may take up to 10 days or more during peak moving
periods, especially May through September. Personnel
who do not have a place to move immediately

upon arrival are authorized temporary storage at
government expense for up to 90 days. An additional
90 days may be requested through the JPPSO.
